1) Create a chart showing the demise of the “Indian” east of the Mississippi river from 1790 – 1844.
2) What was Thomas Jefferson’s original point-of-view on Indians living on the land they occupied?  Did his point-of-view change?  If so, why?
3) What was Jefferson’s plan for “civilizing” the Indians?
4) What does Tecumseh say about the Indian way of life and property ownership?

5) Besides a military leader, what else do we know about Andrew Jackson’s way of life?

6) How did Andrew Jackson entice (persuade) his soldiers and citizens to help in the removal/destruction of the “Red Sticks”?

7) How did Andrew Jackson truly become an American hero?  What was the reality of how he earned this victory?

8) You are reading about a few different means to get the Indians to sign treaties.  What are a few of these ways Indians were forced to sign the treaties?
9) Why were Southern slave owners nervous about how the Seminoles and their slaves were living in Florida?  What is the truth about the “Florida Purchase, 1819”?
10) Do you think there was a huge conflict-of-interest for Andrew Jackson’s desire for land conquest?  If yes, why? If no, Why?  Explain.
