The Bill of Rights – Amendment I
Congress shall make no law respecting an establishment of religion, or prohibiting the free exercise thereof; or abridging the freedom of speech, or of the press; or the right of the people peaceably to assemble, and to petition the government for a redress of grievances.

The First Amendment focuses on individual thought and progression?  Should these rights to free thought be limited?   When in society may it be necessary to limit these freedoms?

Do we see an abuse of this freedom of expression by those that hold the attention of the public eye? (Ex. Movie stars, pro-athletes, musicians, etc.)
