Read the Mayflower Compact and answer the following questions:

1) The Mayflower compact was an agreement between the settlers at Plymouth on governing themselves.  In the compact, the pilgrims state loyalty to the Christian god and to the “dread Sovereign Lord, King James”.  Why such loyalty to a country that basically kicked these Puritans or separatist out? (opinion)

Read pages 78 – 80 in The American Journey textbook (start at New Settlements) and answer the following questions:

1) What was the Great Migration?

2) What is toleration, and how did the lack-of-toleration, lead to the founding of the Connecticut and Rhode Island colonies?
3) What are the Fundamental Orders of Connecticut?  What is a Constitution?
4) How are Roger Williams Puritan beliefs different than the other Puritan leading founders of the New England colonies?
5) So, what were the four New England colonies?
