Media Matters

Media Matters is a DAILY assignment dealing with current National and International informational importance.  Students will watch (TV), listen (radio), read a newspaper, a periodical, or browse (Internet), a national or international news story of interest and impact to this class. That means no sport scores, no lifestyle / entertainment, no dog bites man – man bites dog stories, etc.
Students will report their media matter of choice every Friday, in writing.  Students will document their media matter in (no more than) a one page summary which will include: the Title or Topic, the media source, the key players involved, the summary of the media matter (news story), the national or international importance or impact of this news event, why the student chose this particular media matter, and how does it relate to or impact any topics that we may have discussed in class.
This assignment is due every Friday (unless we have Friday officially off).
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
