1)  Define: implied powers
2) Hamilton had one view of what implied powers meant.  Jefferson and Madison disagreed.  How did Hamilton’s view and Jefferson/Madison’s view on implied powers differ?

3) In the Election of 1796, who were the candidates running for Presidency and Vice President?  Please label what political party they were affiliated with and what portions of the country did they have support from.
4) Who becomes the second President of the U.S.?  What is the vote count?
5) The XYZ Affair brought America and France almost to war.  What was the XYZ Affair and how did this incident strengthen the U.S.?
6) In 1798, Americans voted members of the Republican Party out of office because of their disagreement with how the nation’s affairs were handled.  What can we relate this to in our modern history (answers may vary).
7) Describe the Naturalization Act, the Alien Acts, and the Sedition Act. 
8) What were the Alien and Sedition Acts designed to accomplish?
9) What was the reaction of the above three Acts?

10) The Virginia and Kentucky Resolution led to the principle of states’ rights, what are those rights?
11) Under Adams, France and the U.S. sign a treaty to stop attacks on American ships.  How does this affect the Federalist Party?
